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A SUMMARY OF WHAT YOU CAN EXPECT
AT EAST BAY LAW SCHOOL

EAST Bay Law School (EBS) is an evening school and holds classes three nights per week (generally
Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday) from 6 to 9 p.m. Though a bachelor’s degree is preferred, the
minimum requirement for admission is sixty (60) units of credit from an accredited college or
university (an Associate of Arts degree). The Law School Admission Test (LSAT) is n recommended,
but not required for matriculation or graduation.

Typically, students take nine (9) units a semester and six (6) units during the summer, allowing them
to graduate with a juris doctor degree in four years. The tuition is affordable at $325 per semester
unit. Upon the passing of the First Year Law Students’ Examination and thereafter successfully
completing all courses of study, students are eligible to take the California General Bar Examination.
Success on the California General Bar Examination enables graduates to be admitted to practice law
in California.

EBLS is registered with the Committee of Bar Examiners of the State Bar of California. At our
conveniently located, beautiful lake view campus we accept regular, special, and transfer students.
The typical student entering East Bay Law School is aged over 40 years, and working full time.
Students can expect excellent, interactive instruction and tutoring by student-friendly lawyers;
approximately nine (9) hours of instruction each week; bar examination preparation and legal
writing/drafting classes; an on-site library; and a quiet place to study.

Applications are accepted throughout the year. To apply for admission to EBLS, complete the
Application for Admission form and submit it, along with the non-refundable application fee of $95.
The form can be submitted from our Web page, or call us to have one mailed to you.

Though EBLS caters to mature adults, we welcome anyone interested in attending law school.

NON-RESIDENT STUDENT INFORMATION

East Bay Law School was established to provide for the legal education of adults desirous of earning
a Juris Doctorate degree by attending law school in the evening.

Prospective students who are foreign nationals are urged to write the State of California concerning
their educational objectives one year in advance of their proposed commencement of study, and
should familiarize themselves with immigration laws regarding study in the United States before
making application. Foreign students must follow the same basic application procedures as
domestic students, 7and they need to advise the school of their visa status. East Bay Law School
does not provide visa services to foreign nationals. Prospective students should contact the United
States Consultant Offices in their respective countries to determine how they can obtain a student
visa. East Bay Law School will vouch for a student’s status as a student if the student is properly
registered and adheres to attendance requirements.

9 Foreign students must demonstrate English language fluency, either through TOFEL testing or
equivalent evaluation, and must have financial means to pay for the four-year residency period.
They must take and pass the First-Year Law Students’ Examination in order to take the General Bar
Examination. Foreign nationals should consult with the Registrar regarding any particular problems.

Prospective students from other states are urged to contact the Registrar at least six months in
advance of their proposed commencement of study, and should review the applicability of the
study of law in California to the professional admission requirements of the state in which they
intend to practice.

THE CAMPUS AND THE LAW LIBRARY

All classes are held at, 554 Grand Avenue, Oakland, CA. East Bay Law School is located within a mile
of the Alameda County Law Library, one of the largest public law libraries in California. The library is
open daily, making it possible for student to utilize their effective legal research skills. It is also
within close proximity to the University of California Law School at Berkeley (Boalt Hall) Law library.
East bay law School students have full access and student privileges at the library, which has well
over 650,000 volumes. All of the students are encouraged to familiarize themselves with the law
libraries, the collections, and the facilities.

HOUSING AND FOOD

Students attending East Bay Law School generally reside in the nine Bay Area counties. East Bay
Law School does not provide housing assistance. Students seeking housing should familiarize
themselves with the local housing market through the use of real estate agents, the internet, rental
agencies, and the classified sections of the local newspapers. Students moving to the area are
advised to begin their search at least 60 days prior to the commencement of their studies.



East Bay Law School provides a refreshment center by the use of a vending machine. No hot foods
or restaurant services are available. Oakland and the surrounding areas have many well-known
eating places within a few blocks of the campus.

METHOD OF INSTRUCTION

All of the instruction at East Bay Law School is in residence. The classes are conducted by
professionals experienced in teaching adult learners using non-traditional, one-to-one, interactive
and traditional methods of instruction. Professors utilize appropriately designed, carefully thought-
out lectures and guided discussions.

The study of law requires an ability to analyze and organize complicated facts. The students are
taught to identify a legal issue through the study of adjudicated cases and the use of carefully
constructed examples. Each student is further challenged to participate in classroom discussions,
which have been designed to assist them to improve their verbal, logical, and analytical skills. On a
consistent basis, the students have the opportunity to participate in special seminars offered to
improve their proficiency in writing, taking examinations, and analyzing legal problems. Students
are reminded that the study of law is demanding. They are encouraged to sustain a positive and
enthusiastic attitude throughout the course of the program.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

In the judgment of the East Bay Law School’s Dean and Academic Committee, students aspiring to
study law should first earn a bachelor’'s degree. East Bay Law School encourages prospective
students to obtain a bachelors degree prior to applying for admission. However, the minimum
educational requirement prescribed by the Committee of Bar Examiners is 60 semester or 90
qguarter units. Prospective students who meet the minimum requirement are eligible to apply for
admission to East Bay Law School. Letter of reference, transcripts, and a personal statement of
interest are also required. Prospective students are also required to take the Law Students
Admission Test (LSAT), and to submit the test results along with their application for admission.
East Bay Law School has four (4) admission categories. Prospective students must satisfy the
requirements in their particular category.

REGULAR ADMISSION

To enter East Bay Law School as a Regular Student, the applicant should have earned a bachelor’s
degree from an accredited college or university. No more than ten percent of the units presented
for satisfaction of the admission requirements may be in non-academic courses. In addition, the
applicant’s grade-point average must be at least equivalent to that required for graduation from the
institution attended. Notwithstanding these minimum requirements, a limited number of students
may attend East Bay Law School without first acquiring a bachelor’s degree. For more information,
interested applicant should consult the Registrar.



Applicants who have been out of school for a period exceeding five years are strongly urged to
enroll during the spring semester for the mid-year Entrance Program. The primary focus of this class
is writing, logic, and legal analysis.

SPECIAL ADMISSION

Applicants who have not completed the minimum 60 semester units or 90-quarter units of college-
level work may apply for consideration for admission to East Bay Law School in the very limited
category of Special Student. Applicants in this category must demonstrate that they have attained
an intellectual ability equivalent to at least two years of college level academic work acceptable for
a bachelor’s degree at an approved four-year college. In addition to submitting all of the
information and the data that is required of regular applicants, the applicants in this category must
also provide proof of passing scores on the three-equivalency examinations of the College Level
Examination Program (CLEP). The applicants who are seeking admission as Special Students are
urged to take the Law School Admission Test early in the year preceding their intended entrance. In
no case should this examination be taken later than June for entrance in September or in October
for entrance in January. Attainment of a high score on this examination will be particularly
important to the students seeking admission in this category.

It is the student’s responsibility to enroll for the CLEP examination. To obtain CLEP information,
write to CLEP, Educational Testing Service, P.O. Box 6601, Princeton, NJ 08541, or telephone (609)
771-7865.

TRANSFER STUDENT

Applicants who desire to transfer to East Bay Law School from another law school must provide a
copy of the official transcript from each law school, undergraduate school, and graduate school that
they attended. Applicants who are transfer students must present proof of either their satisfactory
completion of all courses at an accredited law school, or a passing grade on the First Year Law
Students’ Examination, or satisfactory completion of any further law study attempted.

Applicants must present proof that they are in good standing at the law school from which they
desire to transfer. However, under exceptional circumstances, it may be possible for a student who
was disqualified from another law school to transfer to East Bay Law School if he or she presents a
properly completed application, together with proof that his or her disqualification was due to
reasons other than lack of academic ability or professional ineligibility. Letter from the applicant’s
dean and a faculty member who most recently instructed the applicant may also be required.

The Dean and Dean for Academic Affairs will determine the number of transfer units that will be
accepted by East Bay Law School. Transfer students must complete a minimum of two years in
residence at East Bay Law School to meet the requirements for the degree of Juris Doctor. East Bay
Law School does not guarantee that transfer students will be able to complete their studies within



four years. This is due to the scheduling of upper division courses, which may not be offered each
year.

Transfer applicants who are applying for veterans’ benefits must follow the procedure as outlined
above for transfer admissions. It is the policy of East Bay Law School to evaluate the transcripts of
all prospective students for credits earned toward the juris doctor degree. The credits allowed will
be recorded in the enrollment records, and the length of the course of study will be shortened
proportionately. The students and the Department of Veterans’ Affairs will be notified of the
student’s status, if the applicant has applied for veterans’ benefits.

Except for qualified transfer students, or by special authorization of the Dean, no credit is given for
work attempted or completed at other law schools. No credit is given for work history, on-the-job
training, or military service schooling. In addition, transferees must meet all of the other admission
requirements set forth in this catalog.

CONDITIONAL STUDENTS

Whether eligible for admission as a Regular, Transfer, or Special Student, any student whose
documentation is not complete or whose admission is conditional upon the fulfillment of any other
requirement as set forth in this catalog will be classified as a Conditional Student. This status does
not assure the applicant’s admission to East Bay Law School. For final admission, the student must
satisfy all conditions and thereafter be expressly admitted as a regularly enrolled student.

The administration reserves the right to use any personal fact pertaining to applicants in
determining their eligibility for enroliment.

MIDYEAR ENTRANCE PROGRAM

Students who begin at midyear have a more flexible program, a lighter load than those enrolling in
the fall semester, and more time to prepare for the First Year Law Students’ Examination.

ADMISSION PROCEDURE

All prospective first-year students are encouraged to take the Law School Admission Test (LSAT).
The LSAT is not required (but recommended) for students who are eligible for admission under the
“Regular Admission” category. To receive an LSAT regulation packet, applicants should telephone
the Law School Admission Council at (215) 968-1001 or write to Law Services, Box 2000, 661 Penn
Street, Newtown, PA 18940-0998. Students must make their own arrangements to register for and
take the test.

The following items must be submitted when applying for admissions to East Bay Law School. Items
1-5 should be submitted to the following address:

1. Completed application form.

2. Typewritten Letter of Intent (400 — 500), which states:
(a) Why you want to study law.

(b) Why you want to study at East Bay Law School.

(c) What you believe are your personal qualifications to become a member of the legal profession,
and

(d) Any personal or other circumstances, which you believe are relevant and that should be
considered.

3. Two letters of recommendation from persons who are not relatives. Those providing reference could
be former teachers, employers, or business professional colleagues.

4. A certified copy of your transcript from each college or university you ever attended sent directly to
East Bay Law School by the issuing institution. Transcripts issued first to the student will not be

accepted

5. A $95.00 non-refundable application processing fee made payable to East Bay Law school.

POLICIES AND REGULATIONS
General Policies

Students are expected to enroll in the full professional program, which requires them to take 20, 21
or 22 classroom units each year, including summer sessions.

You may audit any East Bay Law School Class. Auditing a course is possible only with the approval of
the Dean. The regular per unit tuition fees will apply. Auditing privilege is intended for students
demonstrating proof of special circumstances. Practicing attorneys may also be granted such
privileges at East Bay Law School’s regular per-unit fee. No credit will be granted to anyone auditing
courses. Auditors may not take midterm or final examinations.

Students are expected to take examinations in their courses as scheduled. Only in very special
circumstances will any consideration be given to a request for a special examination. Prior approval
of the Dean must be obtained before special examination will be scheduled. All examinations
administered at any time or place other than the regularly scheduled class examination time are
deemed “Special” and subject to a $125.00 Special Examination Proctor Fee. Students must pay this
fee before taking the Examination(s). To ensure the integrity of the examination and grading
process, students must contact the law school Registrar as soon as possible to schedule any “Special
Examination.”

Course grades may not be changed after they are recorded. A student who requests a review of
his/her grade must state a valid reason, such as an error in calculation, clerical error, or the
professor’s failure to see or read the student’s entire examination.

Student records are retained at the Registrar’s Office for a minimum of five (5) years after a student’s
termination of study through graduation or otherwise. Thereafter, the records are moved to storage
and retained indefinitely.

A student at East Bay Law School may not be concurrently registered in any course in any other law
school without the Dean’s approval.

Any student who desires to drop out of school must submit a letter to the Dean stating the reasons
for the request. The letter of withdrawal must be dated and signed by the student.

With the exception of transfer students, or by special permission of the Dean, students must take all
required courses in residence.

Tuition fees must be paid in accordance with the payment schedule as set forth in the academic
calendar. Failure to pay tuition will be deemed sufficient reasons for disqualification from taking
examinations. Students will not be allowed to register for or begin the next semester’s classes if
tuition fees are outstanding for any semester.

GRADING

The following grading scale is used in all course work and examinations at East Bay Law School:

B 85-88 points
B - 80- 84 points

D+ 69 points

A weighted grade point average (WGPA) of 70 points each year is required for good standing and
advancement to the second, third, and fourth year classes. A student who’s WGPA in any year falls
below 70 in more than one course may be dismissed.

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All first year students at East Bay Law School are required to take and pass the First-Year Law
Student’s Examination, which is administered by the Committee of Bar Examiners after the first year
course of study has been completed. This examination is administered twice a year. Pursuant to
Rule VII, credit for the first year of law study is granted by the Committee only after this
examination has been passed. For an explanation of Rule VII.

Students are encouraged to enroll in a review courses to prepare them for the First-Year Law

Student’s Examination. At least one class is required. Additionally, students are encouraged to
participate in study groups to enhance their understanding of course subjects.

STUDENT HONORS
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Those students achieving a weighted grade point average of 83 or above in any semester will be
recognized by having their names placed on the Dean’s List. Achieving this distinction is a
prerequisite to being considered for some scholarships and honors on graduation.

HONORS ON GRADUATION

Those students achieving an overall weighted grade point average of 83 or above, and upon being
recommended by the Academic Committee, will be eligible to receive their degrees “with Honors”

Those students achieving an overall weighted grade point average of 85 or above, and upon being
recommended by the Academic Committee, will be eligible to receive their degrees “with
Distinction.”

Those students achieving an overall weighted grade point average of 88 or above, and upon being
recommended by the Academic Committee, will be eligible to receive their degrees “with Great
Distinction.”

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

1. Complete four years in residence with satisfactory attendance carrying not less than eight or more
than eleven units per semester, or

2. Complete at least two years in residence as above, if a qualified transfer student, and complete at
least 86 semester units, including all required courses.

3. Maintain a cumulative weighted grade point average of at least 70 in all graded work attempted.

4. File a petition with the Registrar, the Dean for Academic Affairs, and the Academic Committee
requesting to be named as a candidate for the Juris Doctor.

5. Receive approval of the petition and the recommendation of the, Dean, the Registrar, and the Dean
for Academic Affairs and the Academic Committee.

GRADUATION

Upon satisfactory completion of all academic requirements, students may petition for the award of
the Juris Doctor degree. The Dean, the Registrar, the Dean for Academic Affairs and the Academic
Committee will review the petition for compliance with all applicable academic standards of
performance and personal conduct appropriate to the practice of law. Upon their approval,
recommendation will be made to award the degree of Juris Doctor.

STUDENT CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE, RIGHTS OF APPEAL,
GRIEVANCES AND PRIVACY

Students enrolling in East Bay Was School are expected to complete the four-year program in
preparation for the practice of law or other related professions. Students are expected to have the
conduct and character to inspire the confidence of others. The college expects adherence to the
“Honor System”.

Any student who demonstrates conduct which is deficient according to the current standards for
good character as promulgated by the Committee of Bar Examiners, or causes East Bay Law School
to be held in disrepute or disrespect in the San Francisco Bay Area or the State of California, or
interferes with the instructional process may be asked to terminate his or her studies, or be
dismissed. If such occurs, the student will have the right to a review by the Registrar, the Dean, and
the Dean for Academic Affairs and the Academic Committee.

THE HONOR SYSTEM

1. All examinations are administered under the “Honor System”. To uphold the standards of conduct
expected of those preparing to enter the legal profession, any student not adhering to the “Honor
System” will be subject to the discipline as set forth below.

2. Under the “Honor System”, a student entering an examination room may not bring books, notes, or
other course materials, except within closed carrying cases, which must be left at the front of the
examination room.

Each student is expected to bring all materials he or she expects to use, including writing
instruments. Accommodations will be made for students wishing to type their examinations. These
accommodations must be requested well in advance of the scheduled examinations. A student is
neither to give nor receive aid during an examination.

3. The followings disciplinary procedure will be instituted upon the verification of any charge of
violation of the “Honor System” or other misconduct:

a) Any violation or charge of misconduct is to be reported to the Dean by written statement.

b) The Dean shall appoint a faculty member not connected with the incident to investigate fully and
to make a recommendation to the Dean regarding specific charges, if any, to be filed against the
student who has been accused.

c) Ifitis deemed that misconduct charges are to be filed against the student, he or she will be so
advised.

d) A panel of three will be appointed by the Dean to hear the charges.

e) If the charges are found to be valid, the students will be presented with a written statement of
the charges and shall be advised of his or her right to counsel of his or her own choice. Counsel
may be another student, an attorney, or any other person he or she chooses to represent him or
her. The student will be notified of the hearing date, which shall be set between fifteen to thirty
days of such notice.

f) The hearing will allow for cross-examination of any witnesses called by the panel and by the
student. A decision shall be rendered within ten days of the hearing’s conclusion.

g) If the student is found guilty of misconduct, the panel shall decide the penalty to be imposed.
Copies of the written decision shall be forwarded to the student and filed in the Dean’s office.

GRIEVANCES

Applicants or students who have grievances, or who believe that they may have been subject to
unlawful discrimination in connection with East Bay Law School, may file a written complaint with
the office of the Dean for Academic Affairs.

The complainant must file the written complaint within thirty (30) days of the alleged grievance or
discriminatory action. Investigation of the complaint will begin within fifteen (15) working days of
receipt of the written complaint.

Upon receipt of the written complaint, the Dean for Academic Affairs, or designee, will first attempt
to resolve the matter informally. If the complaint is not resolved informally, a Complaint Review
Panel may be formed at the discretion of the Dean. The Complaint Review Panel consists of the
Assistant Dean for Academic Affairs, plus a faculty member and a student, neither of who shall have
been connected with the alleged incident. The Complaint Review Panel will hear the complaint and
receive testimony and information from witnesses. Within five (5) working days of the closed
hearing, the Complaint Review Panel will forward its findings and recommendations to the Dean for
Academic Affairs and to all parties making and responding to the complaint.

The Dean for Academic Affairs will issue a decision within ten (10) working days of receipt of the
Complaint Review Panel’s finding and recommendations. All parties to the complaint will be
notified of the resolution of the complaint within ninety (90) days of the beginning of the
investigation. The decision of the Dean for Academic Affairs will be final.

Any grievances or problems concerning East Bay Law School that have not been satisfactorily

resolved by it should be directed to Dean, East Bay Law School, 554 Grand Ave, Oakland, CA 94610,
(510) 835-7999.

PRIVACY

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 apply to East Bay Law School. Complete
information about these rights and privileges and the policies and procedures of East Bay Law
School pertaining to them are available upon request at the office of the Registrar.

CLASS ATTENDANCE

Regular attendance in class is required of all students. Students must arrive in class on time and
remain for the full period of instruction.

The Business and Profession Code and the Rules of the California State Bar govern East Bay Law
School’s attendance policy. Students must attend at least eighty percent of all scheduled classes in
any subject. For a full-semester class, a maximum of three absences is allowed. Those not meeting
this attendance minimum will not receive credit for a semester’s class and will be placed on
probation by the Registrar.

A student absent from any class bears the responsibility of obtaining notes and materials from other
students for the classes missed. Excessive absences may result in the student’s dismissal from East
Bay Law School.

In extraordinary cases, students may make up a missed class by arrangement with the instructor
and with the permission of the Registrar.

LEAVE OF ABSENCE

Students who for good cause, need to take a leave of absence from their studies, must have
permission of the Registrar. No credit can be given for a partial semester of class. Therefore, to
receive full credit for a semester’s coursework, a student who must take a leave of absence should
arrange to do so at the close of a semester and before enrolling in the next semester.

(+) Students whose tuition and fees are more than two weeks delinquent will be charged an
additional 10% in annual interest beginning from the date the last payment was due and
compounded monthly until fully paid. Unpaid tuition or fees owed to the school will be deemed
cause for administrative dismissal and will affect eligibility to take examinations as well as to receive
grades and transcripts.

BOOKS AND COURSE MATERIALS
Each student is expected to purchase his or her own casebooks and other study materials assigned
for each course in which the student is enrolled. Students are advised that the cost of assigned

study material may be as much as $300-5400 per semester.

REFUND POLICY
CANCELLATION

A student may terminate enrollment after attending no more than two classes, by mailing notice of
intent to withdraw to the Registrar by registered or certified mail or by delivering such notice to the
Registrar in person. The effective date of cancellation is the date of the postmark, if mailed, or date
of personal deliver. Any refunds that may be due will be made within thirty days.

It is important that students keep copies of the Enrollment Application, fee schedules and receipts
of all monies paid to East Bay Law School.

APPLICATION FEE REFUNDS FOR VETERANS

A fee of $95 is charged for each application for admission. Veterans will receive a refund of $75 if
they are not accepted for admission or if they do not actually enroll in East Bay Law School.
Qualified veterans seeking a partial refund of the application fee must submit a formal request in
writing to the school Registrar.

THREE-DAY FULL REFUND PERIOD

If an enrollee cancels enrollment within three working days following enrollment and before
commencement of classes, there will be a refund of all monies paid with the exception of the
application fee.  Cancellation of enrollment after three working days, but before the
commencement of classes, will result in forfeiture of the registration fee.

TUITION REFUND AFTER CLASSES BEGIN

Termination of enrollment after the commencement of classes, but before the third class been held,
whether or not the enrollee was in attendance, will result in a pro-rata tuition refund. The same
tuition refund policy applies to Summer Session and Summer Clinical Programs.

Payment of fines that may have been assessed returned check fees, the cost processed to other
businesses or agencies and similar transactions are prior obligations to the school and therefore are
not refundable.

The above refund policy also applies to students dismissed for cause.

Students who are veterans that are currently receiving educational benefits may cancel their

enrollment at any time and still be eligible to receive a pro rata refund of tuition and refundable
fees.
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BOOKS AND MATERIALS

After purchase, books and other materials are the property of the student. East Bay Law School
makes no refunds for these items.

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

Upon approval of his or her application, a student may be allowed to prorate tuition and current
applicable fees in two equal installments, payable at registration and within six (6) week thereafter.
A $75 administration-processing fee is charged. All installment payments must be made before a
student will be eligible to take any course examination.

Tuition and fees that are more than two weeks delinquent will be assessed an additional 10% in
annual interest beginning from the date the last installment was due and compounded monthly
until fully paid.

REGISTRATION WITH THE COMMITTEE OF BAR EXAMINERS
OF THE STATE BAR OF CALIFORNIA

Every student enrolling in East Bay Law School must register with the California State Bar within 90
days of beginning the first term. Registration is a prerequisite to qualifying for the California State
Bar Examination, pursuant to Rule V, Section 2.

Registration is the responsibility of each student. Application forms for registering may be obtained
from the Committee of Bar Examiners of the State Bar of California, 180 Howard Street, San
Francisco, CA 94105, (415) 538-2303. A registration fee must accompany the registration
application. All students are urged to become familiar with the Rules Regulating Admission to the
Practice of Law, a copy of which may be obtained from the Committee of Bar Examiners.
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COURSE DESCRIPTION

AGENCY 3 units*

An introduction to the law of agency, its uses and limitations. Methods of creation, and
termination. The powers and authority of agents, both formal and ostensible. Ratification of the acts of
an agent. When notice of a principal and agent relationship is necessary. The reciprocal rights and
duties of principal and agent in fiduciary relationships. Master and servant and the doctrine of
respondent superior including tort and criminal liabilities. The common law origins of agency and how
employer’s liability, workers’ compensation, and motor vehicle statutes affect master and servant
relationships.

BUSINESS ASSOCIATIONS (Corporationsg 4 units

Nature, formation and liabilities of partnerships and other unincorporated
associations; nature and character of stock; closely-held and non-profit corporation
organizations; relation of corporations to the state; de jure and de facto corporations;
obligations and rights of shareholders, directors, and creditors; merger and termination of
corporations.

CIVIL PROCEDURE | and I 6 units

Jurisdiction of courts, venue, parties, commencement of actions, pleadings,
demurrers, cross-complaints, judgments, summary judgments, joiner of parties and issues,
motions, trial by court and jury, proceedings after judgment.

COMMERCIAL TRANSACTIONS 2 units

Sales of personal property with emphasis on' Uniform Sales Act and Uniform
Commercial Code. Conditional sales contracts, other sales agreements, risk of loss, statutes
of frauds, express and implied warranties, and contractual and jurisdictional problems.

COMMUNITY PROPERTY 2 units

History and development of community property and quasi-community property law,
interests of spouses in the community, agreements, separate vs. community property,
future interests in community property, rights on dissolution of community and methods of division, and
1. % implications.

CONSTITUTIONAL LAW Il and I 3+3 units

Study of the American Constitutional system, dual governmental problems, national and
state citizenship, separation and delegation of power, constitutional protections of due process of
law and equal protection, evolution and protection of civil liberties, regulation of commerce;
effect of recent Supreme Court decisions in this field.

CONTRACTS I and Il 3+3 units
Basic: course for the study of the law of contracts, offer and acceptance, consideration,

parties to the contract, joint and several contracts, conditional and third party contracts, illegality,
discharge, Statute of Frauds and Parole Evidence Rule as they affect contractual obligations.
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CRIMINAL LAW 3 units

Fundamentals of the substantive law of crimes, punishable acts and omissions, requisite
intent, legal defenses, liability for conspiracy and attempt, lesser included offenses,
enforcement of the law and introduction to criminal procedure.

CRIMINAL PROCEDURE 3 units

Procedures from arrest through appellate proceedings, bail, and release on own
recognizance, arraignments, motions, discovery and trial procedures; search and seizure and
other constitutional guaranties as interpreted by recent Supreme Court decisions.

DEBTOR/CREDITOR LAW 3 units*

Judgments; executions; liens; attachment and garnishment; creditors' bills;
fraudulent conveyances; who may be bankrupt; acts of bankruptcy; estate of the trustee;
preferences; claims, secured and unsecured; priorities, exemptions and reorganizations; wage
earner plans.

EVIDENCE 4 units (3+1)

Inquiry into relationship of pleadings and proof at trial, tech niques of proof, judicial
notice, rules relating to witnesses, documents and demonstrative evidence; discovery procedures and
application of rules of evidence at trial; hearsay and its exceptions.

INTRODUCTION TO ANGLO-AMERICAN LAW 3 units*

A brief survey of the origins and historical development of the British and  American common
law systems; law and equity; the ratio decedent; statutory construction; reasoning by analogy; doctrine
of precedent.

LAW STUDY AND BAR EXAM Non-Credit

During the academic year there will be several seminars scheduled for the purpose of guiding
the student in writing law examinations, and in particular as preparation for the First-Year Law Students’
Examination. If space permits, students of advanced standing may also attend.

LEGAL ACCOUNTING 2 units

An introduction to accounting methods and techniques for the attorney,
including preparation and use of balance sheets, ledgers and financial statements.

LEGAL ANALYSIS AND WRITING 2 units

Training in analytical techniques of written communication, organization and
styles in legal correspondence, pleading, and brief writing.

LEGAL RESEARCH AND WRITING 2 units

The sources and use of legal materials for research; trial brief and appellate
applications; computerized research.
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LEGAL PRACTICE CLINIC 3 units

Hands-on experience in the supervised practice of criminal and civil law.

MOOT COURT 3 units

Introduction to and practice in courtroom presentations and appellate briefs;
argumentation.

PERSONAL PROPERTY 3 units*

Rights, duties, and obligations associated with the ownership and possession of personal
property; distinction between real and personal rights and duties of a bailee and bailor; pledges;
acquisition of ownership, adverse possession, accession, attachment and execution; fixtures and
annexation; emblements.

PROFESSIONAL RESPONSIBILITY 2 units

A study of the legal profession and of many of the ethical decision-making problems the
American lawyer is likely to encounter in all phases of practice. The American Bar Association's
Code of Professional Responsibility and the California Rules of Professional Conduct are considered.
The problems in building a law practice, the different roles of the lawyer as counselor,
negotiator, judge, and teacher. Relations with clients. Public service. Maintaining the integrity of the
legal profession.

REAL PROPERTY land Il 3+3 units

Historical development of land law, common law estates and conveyances, statute of
uses, indicia of ownership, modern conveyance, landlord and tenant issues, deeds, recording
acts, covenants, easements, equitable servitudes, adverse possession, rights and duties
incident to the ownership of land, future interests.

REMEDIES 3 units

Legal and equitable remedies, including damages, injunctive and declaratory relief, specific
performance, rescission, and restitution. Considerations in choosing a remedy. Alternate remedies.

SECURED TRANSACTIONS 3 units
A comprehensive survey of real property security transactions and the rights and related
rights, duties, and remedies, with particular emphasis on California law regarding deeds of trust,
mortgages, foreclosure, and other security devices.
TAXATION 4 units (3+1)
An introductory course which includes theory and problems of individual income taxation,

State and Federal; basic corporate taxation; taxing procedures, categories of taxable events,
capital investments, gains, depreciation, estate and gift taxes.
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TORTS land Il 3+3 units

Intentional torts and defenses, negligence, vicarious liability, and strict liability, including products
liability. Interference with contract, privacy, defamation, and other relational torts.

TRIAL PRACTICE 2 units

Practical experience in the techniques of persuasive writing and oral argument; the trial
memo and case. Summarizing your client's legal position. Special considerations of the jury trial.

TRUSTS 2 units

The substantive law of trusts; express and implied trusts; formation of testamentary
and inter vivostrusts; rights and duties of trustor, trustee and beneficiary; administration of
the trust.

WILLS 2 units

The law of wills in California and its origin, including non-probate changes in ownership at
death, interstate succession, the statute of wills, validity and interpretation of wills.
